Without waiting for me to respond, he scrapes his chair back and strides
out of the kitchen.

Sipping my milk, I stare at the empty space my brother left across from
me, chair still pulled out from the table as though he might return at any
moment. I swallow the remaining biscuit stuck in the back of my throat and
lift my chin, determined not to ever sit and wait on my brother to return
again.

“A choice I’ve questioned every single day since.” The regret in his eyes is
enough to make me breathe deeply and center myself.

Brennan waves his hand in the air in a general outline of Braevick’s
border with the Barrens along the Dunness River. “The red flags are all from
the last few years, and the orange are the last few months.

Like they’ve set up some sort of school for
venin? Fucking great.” He shakes his head.

“And you’re not behind the wards,” I note. “Not here.” The protective
magical shield provided by the dragons’ hatching grounds in the Vale falls
short of the official, mountainous borders of Navarre, and the entire
southwestern coastline of Tyrrendor—including Aretia—is exposed. A fact
that never quite mattered when we thought gryphons were the only danger out
there, since they’re incapable of flying high enough to summit the cliffs.

“Once you’re on the other side, you’ll give your
name to the roll keeper.”

The girl nods as Rhiannon jots her name down in the first slot.
All of the advice Mira gave me last year races through my mind, but I’m

“They’re stronger here, and since your signet has manifested, you’re more

sensitive to them now.” His tone is tight, and when I glance back over my
shoulder, I note that all the soldiers give him a wide berth, taking a path off
to the side of the field.

“You don’t have to watch my back,” I say, reaching the top of the ramp.
“This is an outpost. I’m safe here.”

“There’s a drift on the other side of the mountains, a mile beyond the
border. Sgaeyl just told me. You’re not safe until you’re behind the walls or
with the wingleader.”

I don’t bother reminding him that Xaden isn’t a wingleader anymore as my
stomach jumps into my throat. “A friendly drift?”

“Define friendly.”
Great. We’re not on the front; we are the front.
The guards at the gate stand taller when they take in my flight leathers but

remain silent as I pass by. “They’re not acting like there’s a drift across the
ridgeline.”

“Apparently it’s commonplace.”
Even better.
“There, I’m all safe behind the walls,” I tell Tairn, walking into the bailey

of the fortress. At least it’s cooler here than at Basgiath, but I’m not sure I’d
like to experience winter at this altitude.

Or Aretia’s, come to think of it.
“Call if you need me. I’ll be nearby.” A second later, wingbeats fill the air.
Like hell am I going to call him for anything. In fact, I’ll consider these

next twenty-four hours a success if I can block him out altogether. I’ve been



on the wrong mental side of the bond during one of his trysts with Sgaeyl,
and no thank you.

I pass by several platoons of infantry standing in formation and note the
infirmary off to the right, in the same location as Montserrat’s, but I’m the
only person in black.

Where the hell are all the riders? I stifle a yawn—there wasn’t much sleep
to be had in the saddle—and locate the entrance to the barracks that make up
the southern side of the fortress. The corridor is dimly lit as I walk through,
passing the office of the scribes, but I find the stairs at the end. A sensation of
unwelcome familiarity crawls along my skin as I climb.

Breathe.
This outpost isn’t deserted. There isn’t a horde of venin and wyvern

waiting to be spotted from the highest point, either. It’s only the same layout
because almost all outposts are built from the same plans.

I push open the door to the third floor without encountering anyone. Odd.
One side of the hallway is lined with windows that open to the bailey, and the
other with equidistant wooden doors. My pulse picks up as I reach for the
handle of the second door. It swings open with a squeak, and I recognize the
tingle of energy that rushes over my skin, leaving chills in its wake as I step
through the wards into Xaden’s room.

Xaden’s empty room.
Shit.
I sigh in pure disappointment as I drop my pack near his desk.
His room is austere, with serviceable furniture and a door that probably

leads to a neighboring room, but there are touches of him here and there.
He’s in the books that sit stacked along the shelves of the bookcase by the
window, the rack of weapons I recognize from his room at Basgiath, and the
two swords that sit near the door, like he’ll be back any second to retrieve
them.

The only softness to be found is in the heavy black drapes—standard issue
in the room of a rider who might have to fly night patrols—and the plush,
darkgray blanket covering his bed. His very large bed.

Nope. Not thinking about that.



What the hell am I supposed to do if he’s not here? The swords say he’s
not out flying, so I close my eyes and open up my senses, finding the shadow
that’s only present when he’s near. If I found him that night on the parapet,
surely I can do it here.

He’s close, but he must have his shields locked, because he doesn’t reach
out like he usually would when I’m close. The bond feels like it’s tugging me
downward, like he’s actually…under me.

I close Xaden’s door on the way out and follow the tugging sensation,
making my way to the staircase and then descending. I pass the arched
entrance to the second floor, catching a glimpse of a wide stone hallway with
more barracks doors, then the entrance to the first, and finally reaching the
sublevel of the fortress where natural light ends with the staircase on a stone
floor. Mage lights illuminate two possible paths along the foundation of the
fortress, both dimly lit and as welcoming as a dungeon. The scent of damp
earth and metal permeates the air.

Shouts and cheers come from down a corridor to the right, echoing off the
walls and floor. I follow the pull of the bond that direction and find a pair of
infantry guards about twenty yards from the stairs who take one look at my
uniform and step aside, allowing me access to a room carved out of the very
foundation.

Noise overwhelms every other sense when I enter the chamber, and shock
halts my feet inside the doorway.

What in the gods’ names is going on?
More than a dozen riders—all in black—stand along the sides of the

square-shaped, windowless room that looks better suited for storage than
occupation. They’re all leaning over a thick wooden railing, intently watching
something in the excavated pit below.

I take the empty space on the rail directly ahead of me, finding myself
between a veteran rider with a grizzled beard on my left and a woman who
looks a few years older than me on the right. Then I see who’s below and my
heart stops.

But there’s no mat beneath them, only a packed-dirt floor decorated
with suspicious spatters of crimson, both old and fresh.

They’re equally matched in height, but the other rider is bulky, built like
Garrick, and looks to have about twenty pounds on Xaden, who’s cut in deep,
muscular lines.

“So they’re fighting for it?” I peel my eyes from Xaden long enough to

glance sideways at the rider beside me. She has short brown hair, sharp,
birdlike features, and a thumbprint-size scar on her jawline.

“Leave and pride. Lieutenant Colonel Degrensi’s rules. You want it? You
fight for it. You want to keep it? You’d better be good enough to defend it.”

“They have to fight for passes? Isn’t that brutal?” And wrong. Extreme.
Horrible. “And detrimental to wing morale?” He’s fighting so Sgaeyl will have
time off to spend with Tairn, so he’ll have time with me.

“Brutal? Hardly.” She scoffs. “No blades. No signets. It’s just a fistfight.
You want to see brutal, go and visit one of the coastal outposts with nothing
to do but turn on one another.” She leans forward and shouts as Xaden



deflects the next punch, then grabs Jarrett by the biceps and throws him to his
back. “Damn. I really thought Jarrett was going to take him in less time.”

A slow, proud smile spreads across my face.
“He won’t take him at all.” I shake my head, staring at Xaden with more

than a little delight as he waits for Jarrett to gain his feet. “Xaden’s playing
with him.”

The rider turns toward me, her gaze scanning me in clear assessment, but
I’m too busy watching Xaden land hit after carefully placed hit to bother with
what the lieutenant thinks about me.

“You’re her, aren’t you?” the rider asks, her appraisal pausing on my hair.
“Her who?” Here we go.
“Lieutenant Sorrengail’s sister.”
Not General Sorrengail’s daughter.
Not the cadet Xaden is stuck with because of Tairn.
“You know my sister?” That earns her a glance.
“She has a hell of a right hook.” She nods, her knuckles grazing the scar

on her jaw.
“She does,” I agree, my smile widening. Looks like Mira left her mark.
Xaden lands a solid hit to Jarrett’s jaw with a crack.
“It appears Riorson does, too.”
“He does.”
“You sound pretty confident.” She turns her attention back to the fight.
“I am.” My confidence in Xaden is almost…arrogance. Gods, he’s

beautiful. The mage lights illuminating the chamber highlight every carved
line of roped muscle on his chest and abs and play off the angles of his face.
And when he turns, the hundred and seven scars that mark his back catch the
light under Sgaeyl’s relic.

I stare. I can’t help it. His body is a work of art, honed to lethal perfection.
I know every inch of it, and yet I’m still gawking, transfixed like it’s the first
time I’ve seen him half-dressed. This should absolutely not be turning me on,
but the way he moves, the lethal grace in each and every calculated strike…

Yep. Turned on.



Maybe it’s toxic as hell, but it’s pointless to deny that every single part of
me is attracted to every facet of Xaden.

I’ve missed being
with him on the mat, feeling his body over mine as he puts me on my back
over and over again. I’ve missed the tiny moments in my day when our eyes
would meet in a crowded hallway, the bigger moments when I’ve had him all
to myself.

I’m so damn in love with him that it hurts, and for the moment, I can’t
remember why I’m denying myself.

The rider on my left shouts, and Xaden’s gaze jerks upward, colliding with
mine.

Surprise registers on his features for all of a heartbeat before his opponent
swings, his fist slamming into Xaden’s jaw with a sound that makes my
stomach twist.

I gasp as Xaden’s head snaps sideways with the force of the blow.
He staggers backward to the cheers of the riders around me.
“Stop playing around and end it,” I say through our bond, using it for the

first time since Resson.

“Suit yourself.” She clamps Jarrett on the shoulder in consolation as he
walks by, then follows him out.

We’re alone.
“You’re early,” Xaden says, but the look in his eyes is anything but

condemnation.
I lift a brow and try to ignore the way my palms itch to touch him. “Is that

a complaint?”
“No.” He shakes his head slowly. “I just wasn’t expecting you until noon.”
“Turns out Tairn flies pretty damned fast when he’s not being held back by

a riot.” Gods, why is it so hard to breathe suddenly? The air between us is
thick, and my heart thrums as my gaze wanders to his mouth.

“Yes, whenever you want, because I’ll live with my mouth attached to
yours if I do it whenever I want.” He retreats a couple of steps, and I
immediately miss the feel of his hands, the warmth of his skin. “But I’m
begging you, Violet.

“Why don’t you head on into my room, and I’ll bring food.” His hand slips
from my lower back as we make our way into his barracks room. He points
to the left and says, “That door leads to a private bathing chamber.”

“There’s no way you got a private bathing chamber as a brand-new
lieutenant,” I sputter. “Mira doesn’t even have one.”

“You’d be amazed what you can get when no one wants to share space
with Fen Riorson’s son,” he answers quietly.

My stomach sinks. I can’t think of a single thing to say to that.
“Don’t look so sad. Garrick has to share with four other riders. Go.” He

motions to the door again. “I’ll be right back.”
An hour later, I’m clean and fed, and Xaden is sitting at his desk, fiddling

with something that looks like a crossbow but smaller, as I sit on his bed and
run a brush through my damp hair. I can’t help but smile at the steady feeling
of what’s becoming routine, Xaden preparing a weapon while I sit on a bed.

“But they didn’t search Tairn?” he asks without looking up.
“Nope, just dumped my stuff on the ground.” My gaze catches

momentarily on a palm-size gray stone with a decorative black rune on his
nightstand before I spot a piece of grass that made the journey here from the
flight field and flick it off my arm. “Did they search Sgaeyl?”

He shakes his head. “Only me. And Garrick. And every other new
lieutenant leaving Basgiath with a rebellion relic.”

“They know you’ve been smuggling something out.” I lean over the edge
of the high bed and drop my brush into my bag. “Toss me a sharpening
stone.”

“They suspect.” He reaches into the top right drawer of his desk, taking
out the heavy, gray sharpening stone. He leans over to hand it to me, careful
not to brush his fingers along mine, and then goes back to tinkering with his
weapon.



“Thank you.” I grip the stone, then take the first knife from my thigh
sheath and begin sharpening. They’re only as good as they are honed. But no
amount of busying my hands is going to make the next question any easier to
ask without feeling like I’m now the one keeping things from Xaden.

I choose my words carefully. “When we were at the lake, before Resson,
you said the only thing that can kill a venin is what powers the wards.”

“Yes.” He leans back in his chair, one eyebrow raised, his bow forgotten.
“The daggers are made of the material that powers the wards,” I guess.

“The alloy Brennan mentioned.”
Xaden opens the bottom drawer and moves some things around before

pulling out a replica of the dagger I used to kill the venin on Tairn’s back. He
walks over to me and holds it out, hilt first.

“Because they only hold so much power. Once it’s used, it has to be
imbued again.”

“Hold on. Imbued with power?”
“Yes. Imbuing is a process of leaving power in stasis, in an object. A rider

has to pour their own power into it, which is a skill not a lot of us have.” He
glances meaningfully at me. “And don’t ask. We’re not getting into how that
works tonight.”

“Have they always been placed in daggers?”
He shakes his head. “No. That started right before the rebellion. My guess

is Melgren had a vision of how an upcoming battle is going to go and these
were central to his victory. Once Sgaeyl chose me at Threshing, we started to
work to smuggle out a few daggers at a time to supply what drifts we could
make friendly contact with.”

Rhiannon, Sawyer, and Ridoc are on my right, all looking as confused as I
feel. To my left are four second-year riders with Second Squad, Flame
Section, Second Wing designations, looking around the forest in
bewilderment. Nice to see we aren’t the only ones befuddled.

“At least it’s not an assassination attempt.” If it was, we’d be dead,
especially as fuzzy as I feel.

“It will be if we aren’t back at Basgiath when Sgaeyl arrives tomorrow.”
Oh. Shit. “This can’t last longer than a day.” Can it? “If it does, you should

fly back alone.”



Across from us sit two groups of eight infantry cadets—if their blue
uniforms are any indication—in hushed conversation. They’re all…
homogenous. The four men all have the same military-short haircut, cropped
close to their skulls in a fade, and the women wear their hair slicked back in
tight buns. Same dark-blue uniforms, same boots, same…everything. Only
the name tags above their hearts are different, except for the one with a squad
leader designation on their shoulder in each group.

hree hours later, my calves are screaming from the constant climb, and
the silence in our small, forced group has grown from uncomfortable to

painfully awkward. Removing my right hand from the sheer rock wall, I
adjust the weight of my pack on my shoulders to ease the growing protest in
my spine and check on Sloane. She’s climbing steadily a few feet in front of
me, giving the gryphon ahead of her plenty of room to flick its lionlike tail.

We’re climbing single file, with Fourth Wing leading the way. Only Claw
Section is above us.

The trail itself is challenging although not unpassable, and while up to six
feet wide at parts, it narrows to a quarter of that in places where the path has
disintegrated, leaving gaping holes that have the humans hugging the cliff
wall to get by. Every time we reach one, the gryphons stretch their grappling
talons across while balancing on clawed back paws, and I find myself holding
my breath that they make it. Considering the ones we’re walking with are
easily a couple of feet wider than the path, I’m surprised only two have fallen
that I know of. They’re able to catch themselves for now, but at higher
altitudes? It could get ugly.

I look back at Maren, the flier I’ve been paired with until evening, and her
gryphon as we approach an already triggered trap, the battering-ram-size log
now lying harmlessly along the cliff wall where the path narrows. “Be careful
here.”

“Right at chest height. Nice.” She offers me a pressed-lipped smile. She’s
petite for a flier, though still taller than me, with a heart-shaped face under
dark hair woven into a long single braid that falls along the bronzed ochre



skin of her neck. Her dark, hooded eyes meet mine without hesitance every
time I look back to make sure she’s still following, which earns my respect,
but she’s also Cat’s best friend, which has me watching my back in more ways
than one.

I look back again to make sure they pass safely.
“I’m not going to fall off the cliff,” she promises as we make the sharp

turn of the fourth switchback. Or maybe it’s the fifth. The curves are the only
places on the trail wide enough to walk in pairs. “Neither is Dajalair.”

The brown-and-white gryphon’s front left claw slips off the trail, and her
talon screeches against rock with the most godsawful sound I’ve ever heard as
she regains her balance.

Sloane and I trade a look that’s surprisingly empty of hostility.

“Even if she fell from this height, we’d just have to fly down and start
again,” Maren says like a peace offering. “It’s the upper portion of the trail
that worries me. Another five thousand feet, and she’ll struggle to beat her
wings. She’s not meant for the summitwing drifts.”

My eyebrows rise.

We’re about to become debris thanks to a triggered trap.
“Take cover!” I shout, throwing up my hands and pushing back against the

cliff wall, making myself as small as possible while I reach for Tairn’s power
as a boulder hits the edge of the ledge an ascent above and barrels toward us.

My heart beats in my ears. It’s just like turning a door handle. Just like
twisting a lock. It’s a lesser magic. I can do lesser magics…

With a boulder the size of a feathertail?
I envision the boulder changing course and twist my hands—
Black streaks through my vision a second before an explosion sounds

above me, and I cover my head with my hands as pebbles rain down.
Tairn pulverized the boulder with his tail.
“Thank you.” I sag back against the rock wall and take a couple of deep

breaths to slow my hammering heart.
“Vi!” Rhiannon yells from up ahead.
“We’re all right!” I shout back.
“Holy shit.” Maren leans next to me, her hand on her chest.

“Morningstartail,” I confirm, watching Tairn level out, then fly back our

y late in the afternoon, I’d rather commend my soul to Malek than take
another fucking step up this never-ending trail. No wonder Tyrrendor

never suffered an invasion from Poromiel. Their troops would either be
exhausted or dead—picked off by patrolling dragons—by the time they reach
the top.

Every muscle aches, somehow simultaneously burning with exertion yet
stiff from how calculated my steps have become the higher we’ve climbed, a
result of the dizziness I can’t quite shake. Even reciting facts in my head isn’t
making it feel connected to my body anymore. My heart beats at a humming,
stressed pace, and I would give almost anything to lean against the cliff on my
right, stop, and rest for an hour. Or two. Or four.

We’ve halted at least twice in the last hour. The gryphons are slowing to a
pace that’s starting to make me worry about reaching the top at all, but at



least none have fallen to their deaths.
And the fights breaking out between fliers and riders aren’t helping, either.

We’ve had to stop the march three times just to switch up where certain
cadets are walking. Brennan might be right that we’ll respect the fliers for
having climbed, but a daylong hike isn’t going to solve the years of hatred
we’ve borne for each other.

The afternoon is extra fun as we enter a thick layer of cloud that only
allows a dozen feet of visibility and our progress slows to what feels like a
crawl.

“Hopefully these clouds mean that we’re close to the top, right?” Maren
asks, glancing with concern at Daja, whose steps have grown slower with
each ascent. Her head hangs and her feathered chest rises faster, shallower
with every step.

The highest mountain in Poromiel tops out around eight thousand feet, which
explains why only the summitwing drifts would carry out the high-altitude
village raids we heard about in Battle Brief.

“Luella,”
she calls ahead. “It should be about another hour! Are you holding up?”

“We’ll make it,” a weak voice responds ahead of the silver-specked
gryphon.

Sloane braces a hand on the cliff and looks back at me. “She and Visia
have been arguing,” she whispers. “It’s getting quieter, but I can’t tell if it’s
because they worked out their differences or because Luella can’t breathe.
And I think she just threw up.”

“Altitude sickness,” I respond just as quietly.
“And you don’t have to whisper,” Maren states. “Gryphons have

remarkable hearing.”
“Just like dragons,” I mutter. “No privacy.”
“Exactly.” Maren scratches just above Daja’s beak, reminding me of that

spot above her nostrils that Andarna likes. “Gossiping busybodies,” she says
with affection. “Don’t worry, Luella will win her over. She’s the nicest of us.”

“I wouldn’t be so sure.” Sloane slows, waiting for us to come up with her.
“Visia’s family was killed in the Sumerton raid last year.”

“Lu wasn’t even a cadet when that happened,” Maren argues between
shallow breaths.

“If riders torched Draithus,” Sloane quips, arching a brow, “would you
care if you were walking with someone from the Northern Wing? Or would
you simply loathe all riders?”

“Good point,” Maren admits. “But it’s hard to hate Luella. Plus, she bakes
really good cake. She’ll win Visia over with butterscotch once we get to
Aretia— just watch.”

A flash of dragon wing appears through the fog, cutting through the cloud
like a knife before disappearing again.

“At least they’re still trying to do patrols,” Sloane says as we continue
forward.

“Brave, considering they can’t see the cliff’s edge,” I add.
A wave of tension…of awareness barrels down my bond with Tairn.

Guess he’s not too happy about the lack of visibility, either.



“Not there!” a familiar voice shouts up ahead, and the line halts. “You’ll
trigger it!”

Dain.
“What the fuck is he doing back here?” Sloane mutters. It doesn’t matter

how many times I explain that Dain didn’t understand the consequences of
stealing my memories; Sloane still despises him.

There’s an overwhelming part of me that still does, too.
Cibbelair begins moving, picking his way carefully up the path, and we

follow, eventually coming to where Dain stands rigidly against the cliff wall,
making himself as small as possible so the gryphon will be able to pass by.

“There’s a pressure trigger,” he warns, gesturing to a section of the trail
just ahead of him with a map clutched in one hand and holding out his other
arm so Ridoc and Luella don’t continue. “We know it sends out arrows but
don’t know from where, so we can’t disarm it. Hence why I’m standing here,
warning everyone about that particular section.”

I glance up the cliff wall, noting the numerous cracks in the face that
could hide any number of munitions, then back to the trail, where a rope has
been laid across the rock to mark the untouchable area. It looks to be five,
maybe six feet across, which would already give me a little pause on the
ground, but jumping an area that big on an unforgiving ledge, at our level of
fatigue—let alone the gryphons’—is flat-out intimidating.

And I can barely see a damned thing past the rope in this fog.
“We have to jump,” Ridoc says, eyeing the trail.
“Everyone’s made it across so far.” Dain nods.
“Luella?” Maren leans out over the cliff to see past Cibbelair.
A small flier with pale, nearly white hair and freckles that remind me of

Sawyer looks back. “I don’t know. It’s farther than I’ve ever jumped before.”
“She’s the smallest of us.” Maren doesn’t bother whispering.
“Like you,” Sloane adds, looking my way.
“Ridoc, can you and Dain throw her across?” I ask.
“You mean can I throw you across?” Ridoc asks with his typical sarcasm.
I snort. “I’ll be able to jump it.” Like hell is Ridoc going to throw me.
Luella’s head draws back in offense.



Shit. “I’m used to the altitude,” I remind her, hoping to cover my
accidental insult. “What has everyone else done?” I ask Dain.

“Running leap,” he answers. “We’re just making sure whoever’s on the
other side is done recovering first so there’s no impact.”

Gods, I wish Xaden were here. He’d simply pluck Luella up with shadows
and ferry her across. Then again, he just might let her fall. I never quite know
when it comes to other people.

Rhiannon can’t retrieve something as big as a person. Cianna, our
executive officer from last year, is up there, but wind wielding isn’t going to
help here, either. Our signets are useless for this.

“You jump first, Ridoc,” Dain orders.
“So I’m not throwing Luella?”
“She either makes it or she doesn’t, just like Parapet,” Visia says, tying her

shoulder-length hair back. “I’ll go first.”
“Cibbe says he goes first,” Luella announces, then all three flatten

themselves against the cliff wall next to Dain so the gryphon can pass.
Sloane’s right. Luella’s physically similar to me, small and shorter than

average. She’s even my age, since fliers start a year after riders. But she’s
suffering from altitude sickness, and I’m not.

I’m just lightheaded, which might be a death sentence up here.
The tip of another dragon wing appears in the mist, the flight pattern

coming from the opposite direction. A brown, maybe? “Is that Aotrom?” I
ask Ridoc. At this point, I’m about to beg for his aid, flier pride be damned.

“No. He’s up top with the others. They just finished carrying the
crossbolts and complaining about being treated like packhorses.”

A corner of my mouth rises. “Sounds about right.”
Cibbelair rocks back on his fawn-and-ochre haunches, then launches

forward, clearing the trap and skidding on his landing.
Luella sucks in a breath as Cibbe’s talons skim the edge, but he quickly

sags against the cliff, his back rising and falling with stuttered breaths.
I’m torn between sighing with relief that the gryphon made it and

acknowledging the growing pit in my stomach that tells me there’s no way

going to have to run and leap, and he’d be good at keeping us both from
falling off the cliff.”

Cibbe’s head cranes back at an unnatural angle, and he chortles
aggressively in my direction.

“Visia and Ridoc, get over there,” Dain orders. “We need to keep the line

moving.”
Visia backs up to where we stand, bounces up on her toes, and runs,

pumping her arms and legs, then launches herself across the roped-off area
and lands cleanly on the other side.

“See, if she can do it, we’re fine,” I assure Luella, hoping it’s not a lie.
“She’s six inches taller than us and not nearly as winded.” Luella swallows.

You have
those little lines between your eyebrows.”

Luella looks at me like I told her we’ll be climbing the rest of this cliff by

hand.
“Want me to go first?” I offer.
She nods.
“Please take the dizziness and I swear I’ll build you a bigger temple in

Aretia,” I pray to Dunne. But maybe that plea should be aimed at Zihnal,
because damn do we need some luck. Butterflies attack my stomach.

“You’re sure?” Dain asks.
I level a glare at him.
“You’re sure.” He restates it as fact, then backs up to give me more room.
I bounce up on the balls of my feet, then spring forward, planting that last

step just before the rope and leaping toward the hilt.
I feel every beat of my heart marking time as I’m airborne.
Reach it. Reach it. REACH IT!
My right hand makes contact first, and I grip hard, slamming my left into

the available space and holding tight as my body swings so I don’t fly forward
and trigger the trap.

“You’ve got this!” Ridoc shouts, holding out his arms.
“I will kick you in the face if you try to catch me!” I warn.
He grins and backs up a few steps as I take breath after breath, pushing

back the blackening edges of my vision with sheer will, refusing to let the
dizziness win.

I will not fucking die today.
Rocking my body back, I start to swing just like I’m on a Gauntlet

obstacle, whipping my feet forward and back. When I have enough
momentum, I mutter another prayer and let go, flying toward that rope line.

I hit the other side, and pain explodes in my knees as I fall forward,
catching myself with my palms. You made it, you made it, you made it, I
chant, forcing the pain into a neat little box and shoving a lid over it and



stumbling to my feet. A quick sweep of hands tells me I haven’t dislocated
my kneecaps, though the left argues that it came damn close to abandoning
ship.

“See?” I force a smile to my face and turn. “You can do it.”

I ask, folding my arms across my chest as

wingbeats break the relative silence of the night.
“I know he thinks he is.”
That’s helpful.
Sgaeyl lands close to Tairn, and I breathe in my last moments of peace

and prepare myself for the battle to come before the actual war reaches us.
It isn’t long before I hear his familiar footsteps coming my way.
“No sightings on this side of the cliff,” I tell him as he reaches my side,

keeping my shields firmly in place.

As long as everyone sticks to the plan, the next quarter will land in the
courtyard of the quadrant while the rest of us continue onto the main
campus.

“Can you sense anything off?” I ask as the walls of the Riders Quadrant
come into view. Only half the windows in the dormitory are lit from within.
An ache settles in my chest. No matter what cruelty transpired here, there’s
an enormous part of me that considers this place home.

It’s where I studied, where I climbed trees with Dain, and where my father
taught me the wonder of the Archives. It’s where I fell in love with Xaden and
learned just how much had been omitted from those very Archives.

beneath ours in a blast of light so powerful it stings my eyes as it strikes into
the cloud.

I drop my arms as the bodies fall. “Maybe this will be easier than—” Never
mind. The wyvern’s tactics adjust within seconds, just like the riders who
control them, and they fly under the cloud cover, swerving to dodge
plummeting carcasses of their horde.



“Holy shit!” Ridoc shouts as wyvern crash into the four roads that lead to
Basgiath, their bodies leaving deep furrows in the ground.

That won’t work again, so I slide the orb into my palm and summon power
once more, drawing a faster, more concentrated stream as I target the nearest
rider-bearing wyvern.

Fire whips through me as I wield, missing that wyvern but hitting another.
Shit.

“Focus on the next strike, not the last,” Tairn says.
“Hold!” Xaden shouts, keeping the field clear long enough for me to fire

off another strike.
I lift my hands again, giving Tairn’s power dominion over my bones and

muscles, then draw another strike to wield. Energy tears through me, and
instead of flaring my palms, I concentrate on the intent of my fingers just like
Felix taught me, drawing them downward with the strike, directing it to the
target as though I am the composer and the lightning is my orchestra.

It strikes true, the wyvern and rider falling in separate, lifeless descents. A
handful of other wyvern fall from the sky with the death of that dark wielder,
but there’s no time for relief or joy at the accomplishment when there are
countless more.

And they’re here.
My mother’s squad launches to attack the first wave that intrudes upon

their assigned sector. Aimsir rips the throat from one wyvern before I lose
sight of my mother and Mira as the horde passes through their sector and into
the next.

“Focus on your sector,” Tairn orders, and I rip my gaze from the area I’d
last seen my family.

Second by second, each of the squads around and below us launch to
defend their sectors, and when the first menacing gray snout crosses our line
—the end of Basgiath’s structures and the beginning of the mountain—I
brace.

Tairn rears back, then hurtles forward, beating his wings as he runs for the
edge of the ridgeline, then flying off it. I yank my goggles over my eyes at the



first sting of wind, then quickly shove them back up when rain makes the
glass impossible to see through.

“That one’s ours,” Tarin tells me, flying directly for the fastest of the horde
to enter our airspace.

Quinn and Imogen bank left, heading toward other targets, and I see the
rest of the squad in my peripherals, but I keep my focus on the wyvern Tairn
has claimed as we fly toward a head-on collision.

I grasp the conduit with one hand and lift my other as the space between
us narrows to heartbeats. There’s no need to reach for power; it’s already
there, both racing through my veins and charging the sky overhead.

Energy sizzles at the ends of my fingertips, and just as I aim to wield, the
riderless wyvern drops his jaw and breathes out a stream of green fire. My
heart lurches into my throat as the flames barrel toward us, and Tairn rolls
left, narrowly missing the blaze.

I throw my weight right to keep level as we pass the wyvern, keeping my
focus on the creature, and then strike, drawing lightning from the cloud
above. It hits the wyvern just above the tail—I didn’t calculate my strike
closely enough to account for speed, but the charge is more than enough to
drop it.

“Below,” Tairn growls, plunging into a dive.
I blink furiously into the wind, noting three wyvern trying to get through

at a lower altitude. “I can’t strike here. I chance hitting someone above if I
draw from the sky, they’re too far to pull from myself, and if I miss from the
ground up—”

“Hold on.”
I throw both hands on the pommel and do just that, spotting the rider on

the center wyvern as we drop hundreds of feet in seconds, power a constant
buzz in my ears.

Tairn strikes from above, flying directly into the wyvern on the left, and
the impact whips my body forward as he sinks his teeth into the neck of the
beast, dragging it down under us as we continue to fall.

The wyvern screeches, and I reach for one of my alloy-hilted blades,
pivoting in my seat to watch Tairn’s back and squinting into the rain as two



massive shapes give chase. “They’re coming.”
A sickening crack sounds beneath us, and Tairn releases the wyvern, its

neck broken as it falls the last hundred feet to the terrain below, somewhere
behind the administration building.

Banking right, Tairn begins to climb with hard beats of his wings, but
there’s no way we’ll have the high ground in time. They’re less than fifty feet
away, and at the angle of the remaining two wyvern’s descent, we have
seconds before Tairn becomes a chew toy. I check beneath us—we’re clear—
then grasp onto the conduit and take a steadying breath to calm the racing
beat of my heart and the wild rush of adrenaline in my veins. Control. I need
complete control.

There’s only time for one strike. I release power, drawing it upward with
my blade, and lightning streaks into the sky, hitting the closest wyvern in the
chest.

“Yes!” I shout as the creature tumbles from the sky, but my joy is short-
lived as its counterpart, complete with dark wielder, surges forward, opening
its jaws to reveal rotten teeth and a green glow in its throat. “Tairn!”

The warning is barely past my lips when a band of shadow winds around
the wyvern’s throat and jerks it backward like a rabid dog at the end of a
leash, its teeth missing the tip of Tairn’s wing by mere feet as we continue to
fly upward.

“Sgaeyl has claimed that one. We’ll have to find our own,” he tells me,
climbing faster than ever into the driving rain.

I use precious seconds to scan our surroundings. Every sector is
overwhelmed, ours included. Only flashes of color appear through the swarm
of gray as we soar toward the conflict above us, but the majority of the
wyvern still hover in the distance, held back on the edge of the thunderstorm.

“They only sent the first wave,” Tairn explains. “Probably to probe for
weaknesses.”

Falling toward us, Aotrom has his claws raked into the belly of a wyvern,
and I catch a glimpse of Ridoc as they spiral past, Imogen and her Orange
Daggertail, Glane, on their heels.

“Ridoc!” I shout at Tairn.



“Focus on your mission or the plan falls apart. Trust the others to do
theirs.” He flies straight through the mayhem of gray, bursting into the
airspace above it before he levels out.

He’s right, we have a job to do, but trusting my friends to do their part
feels a lot like ignoring them, too. Rain soaks my scalp and runs off my
leathers as I survey the battlefield beneath us, forcing my breath in through
my nose and out through my mouth to lower my heart rate.

This isn’t the melee of Resson. This is a coordinated defense, and I need
to focus so I can do my part.

Feirge is locked in close combat with a greenfire—a blast of blue fire
erupts from its mouth—make that bluefire wyvern, and my heart clenches
when Rhi narrowly misses the fire stream by leaping from Feirge’s back to
Cruth’s. Quinn grabs hold of her forearm as the Green Scorpiontail stabs hard
with her tail, and I rip my gaze away when I realize they have it under control
and there’s nothing I can do.

But Sawyer is outmatched fifty feet below as Sliseag goes head-to-head
with three wyvern, one of whom bears a rider. I grip the conduit, then flood
my body with another wave of power and lift my hand.

“Don’t miss,” Tairn warns.
I focus on the wyvern farthest from Sliseag just in case, then wield,

drawing the power to my target with full focus and intention. Energy rips
through me, and lightning strikes from the cloud above, white-hot and fatal to
the wyvern below.

The rider looks up and locks eyes with me for a heartbeat before the pair
dives, falling out of the battle. My stomach sours. There’s only one reason to
go to ground. To feed.

“Xaden—”
“On it,” he assures me, and when Aotrom and Glane arrive to help Sawyer

and Sliseag, I turn my attention to the other sectors.
“Three,” Tairn notes, using the hands of the clock like we’d discussed, and

I look right, where wyvern overrun a squad in Third Wing. The body of a
dragon lies beneath them on the mountainside, but I look away before I take
note of who they’ve lost.



If I focus on tomorrow’s death roll, I’ll be on it.
“Hold as steady as you can.” I throw open the floodgates of his power as

he banks right, flying toward their sector but not into it, and I wield, heat
prickling my skin as I take down one wyvern.

Then I aim again for another.
And another.
Again and again, I wield in targeted, precise strikes for the sectors around

us, hitting two-thirds of my targets but never striking a dragon, which I count
as the ultimate win. Rain sizzles as it hits my skin, but I don’t dare remove
my flight jacket when my daggers are strapped to it, so I put the heat, the
pain, into my mental box and slam the lid shut on it, forcing my mind to
ignore the agonizing burn and wield again.

“Twelve.”
I face forward and find the target, missing twice before I hit it. There are

no venin left in our sector, but my hand trembles on the conduit as Tairn
locates another wyvern, another threat, and I pull lightning from the sky so
quickly that I no longer feel like I direct the storm.

I am the storm.
“You tire,” Tairn warns.
Fuck exhaustion. “People are dying.” A quick glance over the sunrise-lit

battlefield reveals more and more spots of color among the gray carcasses
littered on the ground, but I only stop quickly enough to note my squad is still
fighting, handling each wyvern that crosses into our sector with teamwork
and efficiency.

“Nine,” Tairn rumbles but doesn’t argue with me as he rolls left, keeping
us above the battle, as I wield for the next squad, taking only the targets I’m
certain of hitting without endangering our own riders.

Beneath me, shadows streak into other sectors as Xaden does the same.
Gods, the heat is going to cook me alive. Even the wind and rain aren’t

enough to cool the inferno growing inside my chest. I slip the conduit’s
bracelet from my wrist, then wedge it between my thighs long enough to strip
my flight jacket off and slide it under the strap of my saddle, leaving me six



daggers short, but they’re in easy reach and the other two are the only ones
that matter any—

“Twelve!” Tairn shouts, and I whip my head toward the plains to see
another wave of wyvern soaring over my mother’s sector, dangerously close
to the clouds but not in them, leaving me unable to strike, given who’s under
them.

My heart stutters as they pass my mother without stopping, then barrel
through the next without engaging.

Flying on top of the battle has given me the needed vantage point to
wield, but it’s also made us an undeniable target, and they’re coming for us. I
shove my hand through the strap of the bracelet so I don’t lose the conduit.
“We should lead them away—”

“We will follow the plan.” Tairn dives, and my weight lifts against the
straps of the saddle as we plunge toward my squad. The Second Squad
dragons turn their heads toward the oncoming threat, all of us rising or falling
into formation. “Prepare.”

There are three venin on this assassination mission, their blue tunics
standing out in stark contrast to the gray, bleary-eyed wyvern they ride.
We’ve got ten seconds. Maybe.

One. Ridoc waves his hands at my right, holding a dagger that’s been
snapped in two. Shit, if his only remaining blade is broken—I blink when the
pieces disappear. He wasn’t waving at me.

Two. Snapping my head to the left, I find the pieces already in Rhiannon’s
hands as Feirge dives to where Sliseag hovers beneath.

Three. Feirge flies alongside Sliseag, and Rhiannon tosses the pieces.
Four. To Sawyer’s credit, he catches them.
Five. Sgaeyl rises to take Feirge’s place, and I lock eyes with Xaden only

They’re almost on us, and I look down at the ward chamber, where
Marbh stands watch with a Blue Clubtail I don’t recognize and a vague shape
I hope is Andarna, and when a flash of sunlight reflects on the dagger in
Sawyer’s hand, it disappears again, Feirge already on the move.

Eight. “Dajalair is frustrated by the unflyable conditions,” Tairn relays as
Feirge rises alongside Aotrom.

Nine. “Tell them they’re more efficient guarding the courtyard and incoming
wounded than struggling with waterlogged wings,” I note. “They’d be a liability
up here right now, not an asset.”

The dagger changes hands, and Ridoc is once again armed.
I grin at how seamlessly we work as a team, then face the coming tidal

wave.
Ten. “You’re beginning to think—” Tairn starts.
“Like Brennan?” I suggest as the wyvern enter our airspace.
“Like Tairn,” Sgaeyl answers, surging toward the enemy, her neck

outstretched as shadows streak from under her, grasping a wyvern at the
jugular and dragging it with them as Sgaeyl drops away from formation.

Tairn lunges toward another, throwing me back into the saddle as he takes
the wyvern head-on. I jolt forward upon impact, blood spraying as Tairn’s
jaw locks on the throat of the wyvern.

Its screech rattles my brain as their claws grapple between them, forcing
us into a vertical position that’s nearly impossible to maintain, even with
Tairn’s wings beating this hard.

bleeding the life out of it as we fall and fall and fall.

Fuck.
I flip the dagger to its tip, catching the water-slick blade between my

thumb and forefinger, and flick my wrist, firing the dagger toward him when
he reaches the spikes between Tairn’s shoulders.

He catches the blade, and pure panic floods my bloodstream as I pull my
spare.

“You’ll meet them all soon enough,” he promises, raising my own blade as
he marches toward me.

A green blur comes at us from the right, and we both look as Rhiannon
jumps from Feirge to Tairn, landing in front of my saddle in a crouch.

Ridoc must think the same, because he stares at me in pure shock for a

good second before he yanks his sword free of the wyvern’s nose, then moves
to plunge it again as I start running toward him. “I can’t get the fucking thing
off him!”

My heart pounds as hard as my feet as Tairn completes the dive to my
right, a patch of black filling my peripheral vision. Ignoring the self-
preservation instinct that tells me this is a bad idea, I race to Ridoc and shove
the crossbow into his hands. “Fire it once I’m on Sliseag and get back in your
seat!”

“Once you’re what?”

their forces. From the look of that line, they’ve held almost all of their dark
wielders back.

“That’s one of their teachers,” Xaden says, his eyes locked on the venin
riding front and center. “The one who escaped Resson.”

“He was at the cliffs, too.” I fight to keep my voice as calm as possible
despite the palpitations of my heart. I need to get those wards up now.
They’re the best chance we have of getting out of here alive. But each dragon
can only contribute their fire to one wardstone, which means—

“He thought we’d be at Samara. Figured we’d do the honorable thing and
answer Melgren’s call.”

“How do you know that?” My brow furrows.
“Do us both a favor and don’t ask.”
Tairn and Sgaeyl prowl out past Aimsir, monitoring the threats both on

the ground and in the sky as they head this way. Heart pounding, I glance
between them and the slowly lowering figure of the Sage a hundred yards
away. He’s coming to the ground.

Shit. I have to be quick.



“If you had to choose to correctly raise the wards here at Basgiath or ours
at…” I can’t say it. Not here. “What would you choose?”

Xaden’s brow knits as he tears his gaze from the Sage to look at me.

“You’re sure?” My heart beats like the second hand of a clock, ticking

down what time we have left.
“I’m sure.”
I nod, then slip my hand from his and pivot, facing down the biggest

dragon on the Continent. “I need to talk to you.”
“Holy fuck, Violet.” Xaden turns, putting himself at my side as Codagh

slowly lowers his head, tilting toward the end to glare at me with narrowed
golden eyes, because even level, I won’t come past his nostrils. “You know
what you’re doing?”

“If I don’t, we’re all dead.” And I’d better be quick, because Tairn is
almost here. I can feel him dismantling my shields. No rider can keep their
dragon out for long if they want in.

Codagh’s nostrils flare, and his lip curls above very sharp, very long, very
close teeth.

“You know.” It comes out like the accusation it is. “And you didn’t tell
your rider because dragonkind protects dragonkind.”

A blast of steam hits me in the face, and Xaden swears under his breath,
shadows curling at his feet.

“Yes. I figured it out. I’ve already used Tairn’s fire on the second
wardstone, so if I power the stone at Basgiath, will you come?” I ask, my
fingernails cutting into my palms to keep from shaking. This is the one



dragon on the Continent besides Sgaeyl who doesn’t fear Tairn on one level or
another.

“You don’t need him as the black dragon for Basgiath,” Xaden argues.
“You have Andarna.”

“Will. You. Come?” I hold Codagh’s menacing glare. “We’re all dead if
you don’t. The Empyrean will end.”

He huffs another breath of steam, softer this time, then dips his chin in a
curt nod, lifting his head as Tairn approaches from the left and Melgren
appears on the far side of Codagh’s foreleg.

“You court death?” Tairn asks, pushing past my shields.
“I needed to confirm a secret that isn’t mine to share,” I answer. “Please

don’t push.”
Tairn’s talons flex in the icy slush beside me.
I turn to Xaden. “I don’t want to leave you, and I have about a million

questions as to why you think they’re coming for you, but if I don’t…” Every
fiber of my being rebels at the notion of leaving him.

Leaning in, he lifts his hand to the nape of my neck. “You and I both
know you can’t raise the wards and stay to fight. When we were in Resson, I
held them back while you fought. I trusted you to handle yourself. Now trust
me to handle myself while you get the wards up before more people die. End
this.” He kisses me hard and quick, then looks at me like this will be the last
time he ever sees me.

“It can hold power, but we don’t have enough
riders who can imbue down here.”

“I’ll have Marbh put the word out,” Brennan says, and we both look
skyward when a flash of red is quickly followed by one of gray.

“We need every rider who can make it.” But who the hell is going to stop
fighting and risk the battle on a hunch? My heart careens. It looks exactly like
what my mother warned us not to let happen—a full-on melee. A dark shape
moves at the top edge of the chamber, and I lower my shields for the first
time since speaking to Jesinia.

I suck in a quick, steadying breath. “I want you to tell me everything, but
our friends are dying, so I need to ask if you are willing to breathe fire for the
stone.”
